PERSONAL PROTECTION AGAINST WEST NILE VIRUS:

1. Avoid outdoor activity when mosquitoes are most active - from dusk until dawn. You also need to protect yourself against day-flying mosquitoes. 

2.   If outdoors between dusk/dawn, wear protective clothing and apply 

      mosquito repellents according to label directions - those containing 

      DEET, Picaridin, or Oil of Lemon Eucalyptus have been proven to be 

      the most effective and approved by CDC & EPA.

  3.    Ensure door and window screens are secured and in good repair to

         prevent mosquito entrance into indoor environment. 

UCSB Environmental Health & Safety, Physical Facilities, Integrated Pest Management (IPM) Committee and the Santa Barbara Coastal Vector Control District (SBCVCD) have been proactively working for the last three years to protect the campus community against WNV.  Together we developed a comprehensive Mosquito Management Plan, which led to a university contract with SBCVCD to implement mosquito abatement in the campus wetlands.  For the past two years, SBCVCD has been regularly inspecting and treating wetlands and ponds on UCSB properties.  SBCVCD reports directly to the IPM Committee, which carefully reviews the data and provides feedback.  The IPM Committee also educates the campus community about the risks of WNV and other mosquito-borne diseases and provides information on protection measures individuals can use to guard against mosquitoes bites.
